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infectious diseases within the two categories. Hand, foot and mouth disease (HFMD) ranked first in category C (less
severe) of infectious diseases by number of cases.

In May, China reported a total of 22 influenza A (HIN1) cases, which were classified under category B of infectious
diseases from April 30 onwards.
